Meeting Minutes for September 19, 2009 - Richard’s Restaurant

Hope Cemetery in Logansport. Due to the time necessary to cast and mount the plaque, C. Myer proposed that we move the ceremony to November 14 instead of the original October date. Members concurred.
New Business:

Alan Teller gave a brief report about the National Encampment, stating that there was no competition for officers except for one and that no major decisions were made.
Allen Moore stated that the Cornelius Whitehouse Award for the most outstanding member during the past year went to Alan Loomis of Porter Camp. Allen recommended that we each attend the National Encampment at least once. 
Tom Crawford indicated that we have $250 towards the $750 needed for the plaque. Alan Teller sold a bicentennial medal to our speaker, Archie Lintz, for $30 and donated the money towards the cost of the plaque.
Commander Myer mentioned the passing of Jon Ayers’ mother and that two brothers had attended the viewing to support Jon.
